JOHN O. BROWDER directs the international development concentration of the
Urban Affairs and Planning Program at Virginia Polytechnic Institute and
State University in Blacksburg. A specialist in Brazilian Amazon development
and deforestation, he also serves on the LASA Task Force on Scholarly Relations
with the Natural Science Community.

ELIZABETH MAHAN is the Director of the Center for Latin American and Carib-
bean Studies at the University of Connecticut. She has written on media-state
relations and popular culture in Latin America, most recently on the effects of
NAFTA on cultural industries and identity in Studies in Latin American
Popular Culture.

Professor of Sociology at the Centro de Estudios Socioldgicos at El Colegio de
Meéxico, VIVIANE BRACHET-MARQUEZ is the author of The Dynamics of Domi-
nation: State, Class, and Social Reform in Mexico, 1910-1990. She is cur-
rently engaged in a comparative historical study of democracy in Latin Ameri-
can countries and Europe.

SCOTT MAINWARING is Professor of Government and Fellow of the Kellogg
