The Catholic Record Society was founded in 1904 to make available the material for the
study of Roman Catholicism in England and Wales. The Records series comprises
transcripts of a wide range of primary source material, including diaries, letters,
biographies; legal, court and official papers; and records of old Catholic missions, semi-
naries, colleges and convents. The Monograph series offers the opportunity to scholars
to present original historical analyses of British Catholicism over a prolonged period in a
particular place. There are now some ninety volumes of Records and Monographs.

The Society launched its research journal in 1951, originally titled Biographical Studies
(1951-1956), which developed into Recusant History (1957-2014) and is now published in
the present form as, British Catholic History (2015—). Over more than sixty years the journal
has published the work of both established and emerging scholars, engaging with British
Catholic history and its role within the master narratives of history more broadly. The
journal is published in print and online by Cambridge University Press.
