1. Adresser les manuscrits a:

2. Articles in most cases should not exceed 20 pages in
length including references, tables and illustrations.
Articles should be typed double spaced (including refer-
ences) and submitted in quadruplicate (4 copies).

Les articles ne doivent pas depasser 20 pages, referen-
ces, illustrations et tableaux compris. Us doivent ttre
dactylographies a double interligne (y compris les
references) et soumis en quatre exemplaires.

3. A title page must be included containing the name of the
author, highest academic degree awarded, name and
address of institutional affiliation. A condensed title for a
running page headline not to exceed 40 letters and spaces
should be supplied.

4. Abstract. Each author is required to furnish on a separate
sheet an abstract of not more than 100-150 words. A
French translation of the abstract is necesary. The author
must provide this or accept the expense of the translation
of the abstract.

Resume. Les auteurs sont pries de foumir. sur une
feuille a part, un resume de 100 a 150 mots au max-
imum. Celui-ci devra iut accompagne de sa traduc-
tion anglaise. a defaut de quoi les frais de traduction
seront a la charge des auteurs.

Style of Referencing. The articles submitted to the Psy-
chology. Social Science and Social Welfare sections
should be written in the American Psychological Asso-
ciation style of referencing. The Biological and Health
Science sections should be written using the Vancouver
style. If more appropriate the APA style may also be used
in these sections.

5. References. Les references citees dans les articles
interessant les sections Psychologic Sciences sociales
et Bien-itre social doivent itre conformes au pro-
tocole de I'Amehcan Psychological Association;
celles qui accompagnent les articles soumis aux sec-
tions Biologic et Sciences de la sante doivent suivre le
protocole de Vancouver, eventuellement celui de
IA.P.A.

6. Tablei. Tables should be typed on separate sheets. They
should be referenced according to the particular referenc-
ing style adopted.

6. Tableaux. Les tableaux figurent sur des feuilles a
pan Us seront conformes au protocole adopte.

7. Figure*. Figures should be submitted in a form ready for
publication. The cost of reproduction of complex figures
will be borne by the author.

8. Authors' alterations of the page proofs in excess of 10 per
cent of cost of composition will be charged to the author
