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The closing years of the 20th Century saw an unprecedented explosion in the
knowledge base of reproductive medicine. In turn, this knowledge has led to new
approaches to the diagnosis and treatment of disease. The scienti®c foundation of
reproductive medicine continues to expand rapidly in the ``post-genomic'' era, but at
the same time there is an urgent need to translate scienti®c advances into clinical
practice.

Reproductive Medicine Review was established in 1992 to publish up-to-date
reviews, particularly in relation to scienti®c discoveries underpinning new develop-
ments in clinical practice. It was intended that the journal should be aimed at
clinicians and scientists in the broad ®eld of reproductive medicine.

Volume 10 continues the philosophy to commission review articles from leading
authorities to link the laboratory to the clinic. The range of topics covered by the
journal has been broadened to re¯ect current and potential applications of disciplines
such as embryology, genetics and nuclear transfer to reproductive medicine. We hope
that you enjoy the latest issue of Reproductive Medicine Review and would welcome
your comments.
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
