Authors of art icles submi t ted for publ ica t ion in the Journal are asked to ensure that their 
manuscr ip ts are in a form suitable for sending to the printer. T h e Edi tor reserves the right to 
return poorly presented material to authors for revis ion. 

1. Submission. Th is journa l is typeset in L^Tj?X. It will speed up process ing of accepted papers 
if an electronic version of the manuscr ip t , preferably TgX-based. is avai lable . However , such a 
tile need not be sent with the submi t ted paper, but will be reques ted by the Edi tor if the paper is 
accepted. The au thor should submit three copies to the Edi tor or an appropr ia te Assoc ia te Editor. 

2. Abstract. An abstract not exceed ing 250 words should be included in the manuscr ip t . 
3. Style. T h e manuscr ip t should conform to the fol lowing rules . In case of any doubt , au thors 

are advised to refer to previous papers in the Journa l . 
Main headings should be numbered , centred and shown thus: 

2 . Pre l iminary results 

The titles L E M M A . T H E O R E M . P R O O F . C O R O L L A R Y . R E M A R K . D E F I N I T I O N etc. should be left-

justified and numbered consecut ive ly with arabic numera l s , e.g. 
L E M M A 1. The content of the l emma, theorem etc. should follow, as here . 

Manuscr ip ts should be typed, on high qual i ty A 4 or quar to bond paper, one side only with at 
least double spacing, and with a margin of at least 4 c m all a round. If the title is long, supply a lso a 
shortened form of the title not exceed ing 4 0 charac te rs , inc luding spaces . If a c k n o w l e d g e m e n t s of 
support and ass is tance are made , these should be given at the end of the art icle. Foo tno tes should 
be avoided. The address should be shown under the au tho r ' s name , including e-mail address if 
avai lable . 

4. Equations. Equa t ions should be typed whereve r poss ib le , and punc tua ted to conform to 
their place in the syntax of the sentence . Equat ion n u m b e r s should be shown on the right in round 
brackets . 

5. References. The reference list should be in A L P H A B E T I C A L O R D E R by n a m e of first author, 
preceded by a reference n u m b e r in square brackets . These references should be cited in the text 
by giving the appropr ia te n u m b e r in square bracke ts . T h e fol lowing layout for b o o k s , journal 
art icles, technical repor ts , theses , art icles in books , and conference p roceed ings respect ively, must 
be fol lowed.

6. Tables. Each should be typed on a separate sheet with a cent red head ing T A B L E 1 
(or 2, 3. etc .) . fol lowed by a capt ion . The location should be shown in the text, e.g.

7. Figures. Each figure should have a capt ion beg inn ing : F I G U R E 1 (or 2, 3 . etc .) . A list of 
these capt ions should be provided on a separate page at the end of the manuscr ip t . Locat ion of 
figures in the text should be shown , e.g. 

F I G U R E 1 N E A R H E R E 

Figures should be drawn in black ink with clean l ines; do not use a ball point pen. T h e paper 
should be of a non-absorbent qual i ty so that the ink does not spread and produce fuzzy l ines. If 
the figures are intended for reduct ion they should be d r a w n with lines heavy enough that they d o 
not b e c o m e flimsy at the desired reduct ion. T h e lettering should be of profess ional quali ty and in 
proport ion for the expected size reduct ion. Tha t m a d e with dry transfer let tering, let tering guide 
or scriber is most appropr ia te . If none of these possibi l i t ies is avai lable , wri te in the let tering with 
pen or pencil , not obl i terat ing any lines of the d r a w i n g : the lettering will then be typeset . 

8. Units. The SI sys tem of units should be used. 
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
