
Howard K. Hyde, an officer of the World Bank, died
of an accident in New Delhi, India, after almost
ten years of service for AID and the International
Bank. The American Ambassador referred to
Hyde as serving in the best tradition of Americans
overseas. Howard Hyde received his doctorate
at Chicago; was known for his research in
bureaucracy and the contract device; served in a
number of Federal agencies, such as Department
of Labor, Temporary National Economic Committee,
Department of Defense, CIA, and War Shipping
Administration. He taught at American University
and held a number of high offices in the Society
for the Advancement of Management. During
his almost ten years of service in India, Dr. Hyde
was reputed to have influenced both private
and public management in India more than any
American who has ever served there.
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
