an unindicted co-conspirator in the
Watergate cover-up. Four categories of
information were not ruled on in this
order: grand jury, national security,
executive privilege, and transcripts of
Presidential conversations.

On April 1, 1986, Judge Sirica ruled that
the grand jury materials were to remain
sealed. The transcripts of Presidential
conversations however, were unsealed
and transferred to the custody of the
National Archives. In his opinion, the
Judge stated that the transcripts should
be processed under the access provisions
of the Presidential Recordings and
Materials Preservation Act, the statute
controlling access to the Nixon Presiden-
tial records.

This order reflects an earlier decision of
the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District
of Columbia in the case Penny G. Ricchio
v. Ray Kline. In that case, the Court of
Appeals ruled that transcripts of presi-
dential conversations among the records
of the Watergate Special Prosecution
Force were not subject to the Freedom of
Information Act, but were under the con-
trol of the provisions of the Presidential
Recordings and Materials Preservation
Act.

Senate Foreign Relations Committee
Opens Bulk of Archival Records

The Legislative Archives Division was
recently informed by Senator Richard
Lugar, Chairman of the Senate Commit-
tee on Foreign Relations, that most of the
Committee’s records can now be made
available for public inspection. The
exceptions are documents that contain
national security classified information
and information that relates to personal
privacy. According to the Senate rules on
access, these records would normally be
closed for 20 years after their creation.
The Division currently has records of the
Committee from 1816 to the early
1980s. With this action, Sen. Lugar has
made the records of the Foreign Relations
Committee the most accessible of any
committee in Congress. O
