Pages 571-572: “The short answer to one of Keum’s perceptive questions—
why talk about doxai?—is, as she rightly notes, that doxa is meant to be ‘a
deliberately expansive term’ (562—63).”

Page 574: “I call this “Socratism” and it seems to me pretty much what Taylor
himself means by ‘the eruption of radical criticism into human history” (568).
