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3. Tables should be numbered sequentially through the text. Tables should be placed in the text of
the manuscript, where they will appear. Titles and headings should be brief and descriptive. The
text should include references to all tables.

4. Ilustrations should be placed in the text of the manuscript, where they will appear. Quality
should be high enough for direct reproduction, and designed to allow a reduction of 50%.
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References should be made in the text to each illustration. The journal does not publish colour
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5. References - In the text refer to the author’s name and year of publication, separated by a
comma (Smith, 2003). If there are more than two authors, the name of the first author should be
used followed by et al’ (Smith et al., 2004). If two or more references are cited together in the text,
they should be arranged chronologically (Sorensen, 1997; Goring, 1999). Publications by the same
author(s) in the same year should be listed as 1994a, 1994b, etc. Personal communications should

6. Formulae should be clearly written, with the meaning of all symbols explained immediately
after they are first used. Number equations serially at the right-hand side in parentheses, but only
equations referred to in the text need be numbered.

7. Footnotes should only be used when essential, and kept as short as possible. They should be
numbered in superscript in the text, following any punctuation.
