the Kawser Prize, the Coupe de Liederkerk Grand Prix, besides winning several
prizes at Brooklands Taking up flying as early as 1906, he was the first Englishman
actually to fly, and holds No 1 Certificate granted by the Royal Aero Club for
pilots  He was also the winner of the Daily Mail £1,000 prize for flying a circular
mile on an all English-made machine i 1909, as also of the first British Empire
Michelin Cup He was 1 the Flying Corps during the War, designed, organized
and was head of the Photographic Department until the end He was a Member
of the onginal Civil Aviation Commuttee, Lord Weir’s Advisory Commuttee, Chair-
man of the Arr Mails Commuttee, 1928, and has represented the Chatham Division
of Rochester in Parliament since 1918
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
