
JAMES STUART IAN SKOTTOWE. Emeritus Consultant,
Wameford Hospital, Oxford.

Ian Skottowe died on his 82nd birthday. He brought to
Welsh and English psychiatry that brand of careful and
detailed history-taking, accurate diagnosis and formulation
in simple and well-worded language that derived from Sir
David Henderson before Sir David moved from Glasgow to
Edinburgh.

His wisdom and far-sightedness in administration as well
as in clinical work were displayed in three spheres. He was
an outstanding medical superintendent at both Cern Coed,
Swansea and St John's, Stone, hospitals. He was a founder­
member of the Oxford Regional Hospital Board upon the
introduction of the National Health Service. His long-stand­
ing service to the Royal Medico-Psychological Association,
especially to its important Parliamentary Committee of
which he became Chairman, was finally rewarded in the
Association's presidency (1964-65). He played an active
role in its metamorphosis into the Royal College of
Psychiatrists.

In 195 I he gave up hospital administration to join Dr
Robin McInnes and start a second consultant firm at the
Warneford Hospital, Oxford. His signal clinical contribu­
tion to psychiatry at Oxford was in the diagnosis and
management of the major psychiatric syndromes during the
period when Kraepelinian classification held sway and be­
fore phenothiazines and antidepressants had come to light.
Prolonged rest under barbitone might restore an agitated
depressive without recourse to electroplexy, his use of which
was sparing and judicious. Many low-grade depressive
patients were kept going in the community on the combin­
ation of amphetamines and rigorously controlled low dosage

Common sense
and wise goodwill rather than depth analysis were his
psychotherapeutic weapons. Sceptical of psychiatric over­
encroachment into the field of behaviour and personality dis­
orders, he often talked of the need to 'extend the boundaries
of normality'. He kept in close touch with the historical
sources.

To work with him both as senior junior and, later, as
junior consultant colleague was, therefore, to be educated.
Many of his former junior staff have kept in touch with him,
and, through him, one another. SJGS
