We hope the reviews and review articles, which offer a wide inter-
disciplinary coverage of books on Africa, will stimulate still greater coverage
of books on Africa, will stimulate still greater interest in more com-
prehensive coverage of Africana for librarians, scholars, and specialists, as
well as those with a serious general interest in Africa. In future issues there
will be more review articles addressed to the development of specific trends
in the disciplines, and to "the state of the art" in general. Also we hope to
include a system of classifying books noted in the bibliographic section, so
that the future lists will be more helpful to librarians and others who must
select books on the basis of utility and scholarship. Finally, it is our in-
tention to increase the number of books reviewed.
