CONFERENCES 

A principal activity of the Society is the spon­
sorship of continuing education conferences. 
Society members receive advance notice of all 
conferences and are provided with the oppor­
tunity to register at substantially reduced rates.

Past and future conference topics include 
the Harvard Model AIDS Legislation Project, 
AIDS and health care professionals, institu­
tional ethics committees, mental health law, life 
and death decisions, and privacy after Cruzan. 

ASLM produces a number of conferences 
on a regular basis.
