^Professor John A. Irving. We record with sorrow the death on February
3, 1965, of John Allan Irving, Chairman of the Department of Ethics
in Victoria College, Toronto. Professor Irving was a charter member of
the Canadian Philosophical Association. He was widely known for
his articles on the history of philosophy in Canada and for his under-
standing of social and political movements in this country. He wrote
a full length study of The Social Credit Movement in Alberta (1959), acted
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as editorial adviser to the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation for
their broadcast series on Architects of Modem Thought, and served on the
editorial board of Saturday Night. His teaching years were spent at
Princeton University, at the University of British Columbia, and at
his alma mater, Victoria College in the University of Toronto. A
volume of explorations in philosophy and the social sciences was
published in 1952 under the title Science and Values. It is inscribed to
Molly Irving, his wife, who survives him and to whom our condolences
are tendered.

The International Directory of Philosophy and Philosophers is now ready.
In it is contained the most complete listing in the world of philosophers,
departments of philosophy in universities and colleges, philosophical
journals, institutes, research centres, associations and societies, and
philosophical publishers. There are over 15,000 names and addresses;
and there is extensive information on the purpose, activities, officers,
etc. of the various organizations and institutions listed. Included is an
account of undergraduate and graduate degrees offered in institutions
of higher learning. The Directory is the product of four years of inter-
national cooperation done under the auspices of the International
Institute of Philosophy and with the aid of UNESCO. Co-edited by
Gilbert Varet (France) and Paul Kurtz (USA), it has over fifty
contributors, including A. J. Ayer, A. C. Ewing, Julius Ebbinghaus,
Raymond Klibansky, Manfred Moritz, John Passmore, Anthony
Quinton, Miguel Reale, Adam Schaff. There are sections on sixty
three countries, in four languages: English, French, Spanish, German.
Many of the countries have introductory articles reviewing the state
of philosophical research and teaching in their respective areas. The
International Directory of Philosophy and Philosophers is being made avail-
able to Canadians who are members of the American Philosophical
Association or other associations in correspondence with the Inter-
national Institute at the special price of $10 ($12.50 to all others).
