This work, together with vol. xxxi of the Sacred Books of the East, and with
the editions of the Pahlavi Yasna published in ZDMG., i-ix—xxvii, liv-lxxi,
translated in JRAS., exploits the MSS. of the Yasna now in the Bodleian Library,
especially the leading one, which contains 770 photographs, with an introductory
note by L. H. Mills (Ten Guineas).

‘I'he author here endeavours to reproduce all the more serious opinions of other
writers, ancient and modern, and especially those in the Asiatic Commentaries,
Pahlavi, Persian, and Sanskrit, which are deciphered, edited and translated, and
commented upon in the first two volumes. He is happy to say that his views
coincide with those latest issued as closely as could be expected in the case of
writers pursuing mutually independent studies, more closely than those of any two
mutually independent writers upon the Rig Veda, while he reports the views of
others largely as alternatives.
