Arthur R. Hogue’s Origins of the Common Law
looks at the deep medieval roots of our legal system
during the early formative period of the common law.
Between 1154 and 1307, from the reign of Henry II to
that of Edward I, common law experienced a spec-
tacular growth as a legal system enforced in the English
Royal Courts. Paraphrasing Professor Hogue: in the
form of writs, judicial decisions, treatises, royal
ordinances, and parliamentary statutes, the common
law, in large part the definition of established customs,
emerged into explicit written form and formal procedure
to order better such ordinary relationships among
Englishmen as those between landlord and tenant,
merchant and money lender, and buyer and seller.

In his final chapter, “From Medieval Law to Modern
Law,” Hogue concludes, “The rule of law, the develop-
ment of law by means of judicial precedents, the use of
the jury to determine the material facts of a case, and
the definition of numerous causes of action—these
form the principal and valuable legacy of the medieval
law to the modern law.” And one might add, to the
growth of the concept of liberty as well.

This thoughtful, lucid account is a work of history,
not a technical legal treatise, and should be of interest
to the general reader and the specialist alike.
