THE SEMINAR IN LEGAL PHILOSOPHY, the annual jurisprudence workshop at
the University of Western Ontario sponsored by the Law Faculty, will be held August 16-
21,1989, at Spencer Hall, an elegant conference centre just off the UWO campus. The
Seminar is designed to provide both introductory and advanced work in jurisprudence.
Four lecturers spend the week with approximately 30 attendees, most of whom are law
professors from North America; there are twelve sessions and a new workshop session
on teaching jurisprudence. Lecturers for the 1989 Seminar are Jules Coleman, Margaret
Jane Radin, Don Regan, and David Sugarman. The lecturers in the previous three years
were Joseph Raz, Neil MacCormick, Duncan Kennedy, George Fletcher, Don Regan,
Robert Summers, Michael Bayles, Jeffrie Murphy, Philip Soper, Emest Weinrib, and
Frank Michelman.

Two Academic Programs in Law and Philosophy at the University of Western
Ontario. (1) There is a Special Ph.D. Program in Legal Philosophy. This program gives
up to four semester courses credits towards the Ph.D. degree for having taken first year
law at an accredited law school (antecedent to entering or during the program).
Enrolment in the Ph.D. philosophy and law program is undertaken after the completion
of an M.A. and with admission to Philosophy through the Graduate Faculty UWO.
(2) There is an LL.B./M.A. program. In this program law students at the University of
Western Ontario may receive credit towards the LL.B. degree by taking certain philoso-
phy courses (up to four semester courses). Enrolment in the LL.B./M.A.program is
undertaken at the end of the first year of LL.B. studies; a special M. A. year in philosophy
is taken after completing the LL.B. degree. Graduate students in philosophy are eligible
for various forms of financial support, to a maximum of $12,000. Application for the
Ph.D. program should be made to the Director of Graduate Studies, Department of
Philosophy, University of Western Ontario, London, Ontario, Canada N6A 3K7.
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
