In Memoriam

Louis Hartz

Louis Hartz, one of the most original
minds of his generation of political scien-
tists, died of a seizure on January 20,
1986, in Istanbul. Presumably he was in
Turkey to continue the comparative
study of cultures which had occupied him
in recent years. He was 66.

Born in Youngstown, Ohio, the son of
Russian immigrants, Hartz grew up in
Omaha, Nebraska, going to Harvard in
