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permitted, except in consultation with and with the consent of the Editors.

6. Typing The manuscript should be typed, double-spaced with wide margins, on one side of
standard A4 paper. Two copies of the paper should be submitted, and one retained by the author.
Pages must be consecutively numbered. The text should be divided into chapters and each chapter
may be divided into sections and subsections.

Authors should carefully check for errors before submitting. Authors are responsible for
accuracy of quotations, for supplying complete and correct references, and for obtaining
permission where needed to cite another author's material. Authors will be asked to provide a
diskette containing the final version of their paper following acceptance for publication. The author
is responsible for ensuring that the final hard copy and diskette version of the manuscript are
identical.

The maximum length should be 450 words per page, 35 pages, including footnotes for a full
article and 20 pages, for a case note. The first page should contain: full title of the article, authors)
full name(s), affiliation, address, telephone and fax and e-mail address.
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
