Idi Amin and the Tragedy of Uganda is a history of Amin's rule of
terror. Professor Kiwanuka raises questions and attempts to answer
them. This is therefore an issue oriented book. It is divided into two
parts. Part one is about Amin and Uganda. Its main thrust is how
Obote's dictatorship directly led to the rise of Amin. The author
discusses how in the first instance Amin entrenched himself. His
principal instrument of terror was the notorious State Research
Bureau whose membership included all types of Ugandans, Moslems
as well as Christians, petty crooks as well as medical consultants and
university professors. Professor Kiwanuka sees Amin as notorious
murderer, consummate liar and an accomplished politician. This is
proved by his policies of divide and rule and his creation of a tiny
wealth class which fattened on the loot of the expelled Asians. The
tragedy of Uganda is that Amin is a direct product of the country's
past history. A history of tribal and religious strife. Professor Kiwa-
nuka's conclusion is that without the elimination of these cancerous
legacies, there will unfortunately rise other Amins.

In part two. Professor Kiwanuka regards Uganda's tragedy as the
failure of the international community to ostracise Amin and his
regime. His policies of genocide went on unhindered. The anguish
of Ugandans went unanswered. When finally President Nyerere
answered those cries of anguish and his army overthrew the tyrant,
Ugandans welcomed Tanzanians as Liberators.
