(a) Diagrams should be drawn in Indian ink, about twice the size of the finished block, on
Bristol board, stout tracing paper or plastic film. Photographed diagrams are also
accepted.

The abstract will be printed at the beginning
of the paper.
References. Only papers closely related to the author's work should be referred to; exhaustive
lists should be avoided. The arrangement of references should be as in recent papers in Animal
Production; details are given in the notes for guidance.
Proofs are supplied once and must be returned corrected to the Editors within 3 days. Only
essential corrections should be made.
Reprints. Twenty-five reprints of each paper will be supplied free to authors on request. Further
copies may be purchased if the order is sent at the proof-stage.
Animal Production is published six times a year in two volumes. Annual subscription is £61-00
(or $130-00 in the USA and Canada) and the price for a single part is £11-00 (or $24-00) net.
Proceedings of the British Society of Animal Production (New Series) ceased publication in 1975
and the material is now published as a separate section in the June issue of Animal Production.
