M\ Historical Abstracts, which recently expanded its original coverage (1775-
1945) to the years since 1945, has now expanded it again to include the period
1450-1775, beginning with Volume 19 (1973). It continues to be published
in two parts, covering respectively 1450-1914 and 1914 to the present. In
addition, a new computerized process of production will allow the creation
of demand bibliographies and other information retrieval services.
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
