THE IDEA

"It was apparent at once that we did not want a politi-
cal or historical review construed in any narrow sense,
although we had no instinct to ignore the presentation,
in the way of science, of facts, techniques and processes.
What we desired was a kind of universal publication
drawing constantly upon the past and ranging into
every serious field of intellectual action. We wanted,
actually, to revive the Aristotelian conception of politics,
a sovereign conception that embraced everything, every
interest, every event, every idea affecting the life of man
in the human community. Even more, we wanted to
bring to bear upon the special problems raised by
modern culture the illumination of a valid spiritual and
philosophical tradition, an illumination best described
perhaps as the Christian world-view."
