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E-MRS 2001 Spring Meeting Offers Satellite Event in Biomaterials
The European Materials Research

Society (E-MRS) 2001 Spring Meeting will
convene in Strasbourg, France, June 5–8. It
will be accompanied by the “First Forum
Trilogy in Biomaterials,” as part of Sym-
posium G on Cell-Biosystem Materials
Interaction. The Forum will be held on
June 8 and 9 at the Palais des Congres.
The Forum Trilogy represents an innova-
tive strategy in the policy of relationships
in the science/industry connection. 

The Forum consists of three key actions.
The first, called the “industrial forum,” is
dedicated to industries concerned with bio-
materials. Industrialists will present their
business profiles as well as the successes of
their latest research and production.

The second key action is the “start-up
forum.” In order to stimulate the creation
of companies in Europe, a number of
measures have been put into place, includ-
ing a measure called “Start-up.” In this
context, the Forum offers an opportunity,
for example, for contacts between manu-
facturers and surgeons interested in new
products, technologies, and users. 

The third key action, “Forum for the
Valorization of a Doctoral Thesis,” offers
students an opportunity to present their
work orally in a conference room, followed
by interaction with possible users and
industrialists interested in the results of
applied research. 

Through 19 technical symposia, the
Spring Meeting, chaired by P. Glasow
(Germany) and F. Priolo (Università
Catania, Italy), highlights recent advances
in the development and understanding of
advanced materials. Several new symposia
are offered in the fields of electronics and
optics. Other highlights include Sympo-
sium K on Cellulose and Paper Deteriora-

tion, which places emphasis on the preser-
vation and conservation of a paper-based
cultural heritage. Symposium M empha-
sizes discussions of the physical and chem-
ical problems induced by the stress and
strain in layers grown by heteroepitaxy at
the nanoscale level. Symposium S contin-
ues last year’s symposium on Current
Trends in Nanotechnologies and is con-
cerned with materials and systems whose
structures and components exhibit novel
and significantly improved physical,
chemical, and biological properties, phe-
nomena, and processes due to their
nanoscale size.  

IUMRS–ICAM 2001 to be Held in Cancun, August 26-30
The International Union of Materials

Research Societies (IUMRS) 7th Interna-
tional Conference on Advanced Materials
(ICAM 2001) is being held in Cancun,
Mexico, on August 26–30. Chaired by A.G.
Calles (Facultad de Ciencias, UNAM),
symposia topics include nanostructures;
magnetic materials; fracture mechanics;
thin films; semiconductors; biomaterials;
computer simulations; sol-gel; synthesis;
steelmaking; polymers; ceramics; surface
engineering; quantum dots; fullerenes;
liquid crystals; catalysis; archaeological
materials; tunneling; glasses; cements;
superconductivity; corrosion; materials
characterization; metals, alloys, and phase
transitions; amorphous materials; renew-
able-energy materials; composites; recy-

cling materials; and optical properties. 
The meeting will include a symposium

on educational trends in materials
research; a workshop on international col-
laboration, organized by R.P.H. Chang
(Northwestern University); two panels,
one on intermetallic alloys for structural
applications, organized by Chinese-MRS,
and one on intellectual property in mate-
rials science and engineering, organized
by G. Crean (University College); and a
Parallel Congress by I NACE Mexican
Section Corrosion Congress, with P. Castro
as General Chair. 

A tentative list of plenary speakers
includes G.A. Somorjai (University of
California—Berkeley); M.A. Alario (Uni-
versidad Complutense, Madrid); B. Raveau

(CRISMAT Laboratories, Caen, France);
Carlos Balseiro (Centro Atómico,
Bariloche, Argentina); H.C. Siegmann
(Swiss Federal Institute of Technology);
and L.J. Chen (National Tsing Hua
University). The meeting will also feature
an exhibition of instruments, products,
and services in the fields of corrosion,
materials science, and related topics.

Jornadas SAM is the annual meeting of
the SAM-Associacion Argentina de
Materiales/Materials Research Society of
Argentina, a meeting that has been organ-
ized since 1955. Through an agreement
between MRS–Argentina and the Chilean
Society of Metallurgy and Materials, for
the first time the Jornadas SAM will be
organized together with CONAMET, a
Chilean meeting. C. Schvezov (Misiones
University, Argentina) is president and
R.P. Hillerns (Universidad de Chile) is vice
president of the organizing committee.

Jornadas SAM–CONAMET is an inter-
national meeting with the main purpose
of connecting researchers from the Latino-

American countries dedicated to materi-
als science and technology. The languages
of the meeting’s oral and poster presenta-
tions are Spanish, Portuguese, or English.
Topics include extraction and production
in metallurgy; melting solidification and
welding; pulvimetallurgy; physical metal-
lurgy; plastic deformation and mechani-
cal properties; thermal treatment and
phase transformations; fracture and
fatigue; corrosion and methods for protec-
tion; defect fault analysis; historical metal-
lurgy; polymers; ceramics, refractory, and
vitreous materials; composites; thin films
and treatment of surfaces; semiconductor,
superconductor, and ionic conductor ma-

terials; new materials; and technological
steps and human resources. 

Abstracts in Spanish, Portuguese, or
English of no more than 200 words can be
submitted by e-mail to sam_conamet@
fceqyn.unam.edu.ar or schvezov@
fceqyn.unam.edu.ar.
