KENNETH M. COLEMAN is Associate Professor of Political Science at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky. CHARLES L. DAVIS is Associate Professor of Political Science at
the University of Kentucky Center at Fort Knox. Professors Coleman and Davis,
together with Francisco Zapata, Oly Lozada de Izcaray, and Fausto Izcaray, are
engaged in a comparative study of the politicization of Ivorkers in Venezuela and
Mexico.

STEPHEN G. BUNKER conducted research on organizational change and economic
development in rural areas of Uganda, Guatemala, and Brazil from 1969 to
1978, when he joined the Department of Sociology at the University of Illinois.
He is now completing a monograph on the demographic, ecological, and political
effects of extractive-export economies in the Amazon Basin over the past 380
years.
