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In Table 1 (p. 1507), the case “Friends of the Earth Germany, Association of Solar Supporters, and
Others v. Germany November 22, 2018” is listed as “pending”.

On March 24, 2021, the case was dismissed as inadmissible by the German Federal Constitutional
Court (case number 1 BvR 2656/18).
