Papers should focus on Hegel's
Encyclopedia, volume III, or consider other works in relation to its themes
and issues. It is planned that the program will be balanced among subjective,
objective, and absolute spirit.

Papers should be submitted (four copies to the Program Chair, Professor
Peter G. Stillman, Department of Political Science, Vassar College,
Poughkeepsie, New York 12601, by 29 February 1984. Each will be refereed by
the Program Committee, and a decision rendered around 15 May 1984.

Submission and acceptance of a paper assumes that the author will present
it in no more than 30 minutes reading time at the conference, will submit a
final draft for editing into the Proceedings within a month after the
conference, and will reserve first publication for the Proceedings.
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
