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Plainsong & Medieval Music is published twice a year in 
association with the Plainsong and Medieval Music Society 
and Cantus Planus, study group of the International 
Musicological Society.  It covers the entire spectrum of 
medieval music: Eastern and Western chant, secular lyric, 
music theory, palaeography, performance practice, and 
medieval polyphony, both sacred and secular, as well as 
the history of musical institutions. The chronological scope 
of the journal extends from late antiquity to the early 
Renaissance and to the present day in the case of chant. 
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journal publishes book reviews, an annual bibliography 
of chant research and an annual discography of chant 
recordings.
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Speculum, published quarterly since 1926, was the first 
scholarly journal in North America devoted exclusively to 
the Middle Ages. It is open to contributions in all fields 
studying the Middle Ages, a period ranging from 500 
to 1500. The journal’s primary emphasis is on Western 
Europe, but Arabic, Byzantine, Hebrew, and Slavic 
studies are also included. Articles may be submitted on 
any medieval topic; all disciplines, methodologies, and 
approaches are welcome, with articles on interdisciplinary 
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Anglo-Saxon England is recognised internationally as 
the foremost regular publication in its field. In fact it is 
the only one which consistently embraces all the main 
aspects of study of Anglo-Saxon history and culture 
- linguistic, literary, textual, palaeographic, religious, 
intellectual, historical, archaeological and artistic - and 
which promotes the more unusual interests - in music or 
medicine or education, for example. Especially it seeks to 
exploit the advantages of a broadly based interdisciplinary 
approach.
