Au dix-septtime stick, lorsque Ce (Rpi devient Soled, un 
nouvel univers s 'organise autour de cet astre. On y connait 
des pla.ni.tes proches et influentes, qui sont tesfamiliers, Ces 
favorites, tetou telgrand precheuret mime queCques nobles, 
dont dfaut apprivoiser Ca Cumtire, pour C'attenuer et mime 
I'etouffer au contact d'un eclat superieur. 

Ces astres famUiers suivent un cours regit par une loi 
precise, et cette loi s 'appelle I'etiquette.

In the seventeenth century, when "King becomes Sun, a 

new universe forms around this Star made up of nearby and 

influential Planets: family members and favourite women, 

famous preachers, and even a few noblemen, whose light 

must be tamed, dimmed or even smotheredby a brighter light. 

These familiar bodies follow a course ruled by an exacting 

law defining a solar system: a Court protocol by the name of 

"itiquette ". 'Hp one would avoid it or breakjt, any more than 

stars might dream of independence, from the "little rising" to 

the "little setting", passing through all phases of the royal 

day, the intimate (Planets must evolve in a set order. If, by 

accident or through madness, one of these 'Planets decides to 

breakjhis order, it is extinguished, sent by decree to some dark 

andremote exile light-years from the Sun. The disappearance 

of such a celestial body is then simply called a "disgrace". 

'Beyond the nearby (Planets exists a complicated universe, 

a Qalaxy, calledthe Court. A new seat has bun built to host 

this Cfolaxy.'Ihisis the ChateauofVersailles, where a Qallery 

of (Mirrors multiplies distances and distorts perspectives. 

This Qalaxg, revoCving around the one and only Sun 

(pointedly catled(Monarch, that is "the Only One"), is subjec t 

to the physical movements of all the celestial bodies. One is 

suckedin by mysterious whirlpools, another grazed by cata­

clysms, vertiginous falls, sudden depths orrisings; explosions 

can be seen on the Sun's crown-corona, which cause severe 

bums, rages, wars, and all kinds of uprisings. If one were to 

peer closely into the Ch&teau 's labyrinth, one would also 

discover white dwarfs, red giants, quasi-stars, or even inter­

stellar dust grains which nobody notices, i/ct which are the 

seeds of tomorrow's world. 

The expression of the general law is simple, and is centri­

petal : the whole Qalaxy inclines ever closer to the Sun. To 

glance Him is a privilege, to be noticed by "Him is a favour. 

'When (He stops (His course to speak, to you, the whole world 

stops insurprise, andyoufindyourself overwhelmedby a rare 

happiness so enviable that it can become dangerous. If those 

few words become an invitation, if you are allowed into 

contactwith the Sun, you are suddenly turned into a familiar 

Planet and your life changes forever.

On salt aussi qu 'en recevant un portrait equestre du "Roi 
d'Occident (car Ce SoCeiC fait du chevaC !), C'Empereur de 
Chine, peu habitue awc_ techniques picturaCes de C'Ouest et 
ignorant toutdeCa reCativite des representations, a demande: 
"'Mais pourquoi Ce Rpi-Soled, Corsqu 'd se presente a son 
peupCe, se fait-iCpeindre Ca moitie du visage en marron ?" 

'Beyond the Court-Galaxy lie other Spaces, other more 

obscure QOCOTCUS, cCeadyCess interesting but stiCCgravitating 

around the central Sun and irradiated by 96s weakening 

rays... These are not only the cities andregions offrance, its 

people, its corporations, its peasants, but also foreign coun­

tries Spain, theJloly'Rgtnan Empire, Italy, "EngCand, not to 

mention the immensities of Africa or of the 'Hew "World, 

where cCearCy inferior people adore a fraudulent, pureCy 

physical Sun, a sCave of nature not a 'King... 

Somewhere towards the East, in China, resides another 

Sun, whose brightness cannot be denied, as returning travel­

lers testify. "He is the Emperor of China, andhis landis called, 

oddly enough, the Middle Empire. The Sun 'King has con­

descended to acknowledge the existence of this orientalSun. 

!He has even had ambassadors sent to him, and has received 

his. This other Sun is reputedly peaceful, although his empire 

is in upheaval as all empires are. Receiving as a present a 

painting of the Sun 'King on horseback,(since, like (Pegasus, 

the Sun rides), the Emperor of China, unaware of western 

painting technique and ignorant of reCativity, asks: e'Why, 

when showing himseCf to his peopCe, must theSun "King have 

half of his face painted brown ?»
