As more data become available from
other regions, studies such as this will prove to be an integral part of research on changing
patterns of fertility, and this book should provide a model for future analyses.

Universal male dominance, concludes
Karla Poewe, is an ethnological illusion - rather, we should acknowledge the existence of several
patterns of male-female interaction or gender systems, determined by the particular kinship
ideology governing the society.

Much of the detailed literature on East African peoples has dealt with small areas or with indi-
vidual ethnic groups. This study is a broader survey, treating East Africa as a whole and answering
a series of general questions about its different groups — why did they become established
where they did, where did they come from, and how do their cultural differences and similarities
coincide or contrast with the physical and vegetational differences between the regions of East
Africa?
