Note from the Managing Editor

This volume of International Legal Materials contains the long-awaited United Nations Security Council Resolution creating
the first UN/African Union Hybrid Peacekeeping Force for Darfur, Sudan. Its unique nature raises a number of thorny legal
issues with which its leader, General Martin Agwai, will have to confront, including the scope of its mandate. It also includes
the first provisional detention order that the Extraordinary Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia issued against Kaing Guek
Eav, “Duch,” the former head of the infamous Tuol Sleng prison, where approximately 20,000 people were tortured and
killed during the reign of the Khmer rouge. The response of Jean-Marie Henckaerts, on behalf of the International Committee
of the Red Cross (ICRC), to the John Bellinger/William Haynes letter on the ICRC customary international law study presents
readers with another perspective on that work. President George W. Bush’s Executive Order Interpreting the Geneva
Conventions is included, and is intriguing as much for what it does not state, as for what it does. The United Parcel Service
v. Canada decision provides an interesting approach to the “National Treatment” provision in NAFTA. Bolivia’s denunciation
of the ICSID Convention is novel, and perhaps a harbinger of things to come from Latin America with respect to ICSID.
The First Chautuaqua Declaration represents the thoughts of an historic gathering of current and former international criminal
prosecutors, including former Nuremburg Prosecutors Whitney Harris and Henry King. Finally, as the United States enters
its fifth year in the war in Iraq, United Nations Security Council Resolution 1762 is extraordinary in that its issuance barely
caused a media ripple, despite its dismantling of UNMOVIC. As always, a particular word of gratitude should be paid to all
of the introductory note authors, in particular Elizabeth Andersen and Jeff Walker, Chair and member of the ILM Editorial
Advisory Committee.
