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f rom within,’ the  question arises .as to  whether n beginning could 
be made tiow when our  need is the sorcst? 

I lie answer is that  i f ,  on  the one hand,  the tiiiies seem singularly 
unpropitious for the  initiation of new projects, yet, on the  other, 
the home and the  school a r e  alu-:iys with us ( in  whatever s t a c e  of 
temporary dis i~i tegr~at ion they m:iy happen to be) ; moreover, the 
very fluidity of conditions facilitates and encourages exporinienta- 
ton opening u p  ever new possibilities and opportunities. Others  
have not been slow to use these very conditions for the furtherance 
of their own ends. I t  behoves us to be  n o  less vigilant and active : 
‘ the readiness is all.’ So let 
11s do w h a t  w e  c a n  now, with t h e  means actu:illy a t  our  disposal, 
‘ to  rebuild in this country a sound tradition of Catholic family lifc,’ 
by br inging together  those most ncai-ly concerned with the educa- 
tion of t h e  child-the parent  and teacher.
