relations. Each judgement reprinted in I.L.L.R. is
accompanied by Headnotes and in practically all
cases by an Annotation which sets forth, among
other things, the legal issues involved, the basic
facts of the case (if not included in the judgement
itself), the relevant statutory provisions and judicial
precedents, the labour law and industrial relations
context in which the case arose and the signifi-
cance of the judgement in the development of the
law. The I.LL.R. provide the reader with factual infor-
mation that is not coloured by the personal views of
the annotators. As a rule, judgements are printed in
extenso; editorial discretion has been relied upon to
delete or to summarize portions of judgements that
are purely technical or only of marginal interest.

This book is a revised updated version of the
General Course of Lectures on Private Inter-
national Law delivered at the Hague Academy
of International Law in 1990. The overall pur-
pose is to examine the development and
reform of choice of law rules in a number of
common law jurisdictions. Much has been
written about the 'Revolution' in conflict of laws
in the U.S.A.; rather less account, however, has
been taken of the major changes elsewhere in
the common law world. This work serves to
provide a critical account of those develop-
ments over the past few decades. Some
changes are more recent and of international
origin, such as the European Community
Rome Convention (1980) on the law applicable
to contractual obligations or the Hague Con-
ventions on Child Abduction (1980), on Mar-
riage (1978) and on Succession (1988), and
consideration is given to their impact on com-
mon law jurisdictions. The process of change
is a continuous one and attention is also de-
voted to current proposals for reform in the
fields, for example, of domicile and torts.
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
