Its purpose is to encourage the understanding of teaching and
rescarch in political science and to promote cooperation among those who
teach political science in Mississippi and with others who are interested in or
practitioners of political science and government.

The Association has approximately 30 dues-paying members. The Associa-
tion is a member of the Southeastern Political Review Consortium. An an-
nual meeting is held each February and includes at least 15 panels covering
all areas of political science and includes participates from several states. Stu-
dent pancls are encouraged.
