U.S. Said to Spend
More on Jails
Than on Colleges

Americans are spending more
money on prisons than on colleges,
according to a report released last
month by the Justice Policy Insti-
tute, a research and advocacy orga-
nization in Washington.

The analysis of state and federal
budgets shows that, from 1987 to
1995, spending on prisons in-
creased by 30% while spending on
higher education fell by 18%.

The report’s authors say that the
enactment of stiffer criminal sen-
tences nationwide has come at a
cost to higher education.

They say that America’s war on
drugs has sent a skyrocketing num-
ber of non-violent offenders to jail,
and that over the past two decades,
police spending has increased five-
fold, even though “the fear of vic-
timization is unsubstantiated by the
statistics.” Over the last two de-
cades, they say, crime rates in most
categories have remained relatively
stable, while illiteracy and unem-
ployment rates have climbed.

According to the report:

e From 1990 to 1994, only 7 states
increased higher-education
spending as a proportion of their
state budgets, but 36 states in-
creased the share of spending
devoted to corrections programs.

e In 1995, spending by states on
prison construction increased by
$926-million, while building
funds for higher education
dropped by almost the same
amount.

APSA Announces a New
Spring Round for the
Minority ID Project

In response to suggestions from par-
ticipating graduate schools, a new
“Spring Round” has been added to
the APSA’s Minority Identification
Project. The MID Spring Round is
designed to allow graduate schools,
many of which have application
deadlines in early December, ample
time to utilize the list of minority
candidates provided to them.

The Minority ID Project was cre-
ated to increase the representation
of minorities in the political science
profession. Under the MID, faculty
select minority students within their
department who demonstrate the
aptitude to succeed in graduate pro-
grams in political science. ASPA
then generates a list of these minor-
ity students and sends the list to
over 30 participating graduate pro-
grams. Graduate programs use this
information to recruit minority stu-
dents.

His scholarly work focuses
on aspects of ancient Roman cities,
culture, and society.

Political Methodology

Gary King, professor of political
science, Harvard University, was pre-
sented the 1997 Harold Gosnell
Prize of Excellence at the recent
Midwest Political Science Associa-
tion meetings by the Organized Sec-
tion on Political Methodology. Hon-
oring the legacy of pioneering
political methodologist Harold Gos-
nell, the award is presented for the
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best methodological work presented
at a political science conference in
the previous year. King is recognized
for his outstanding work on the eco-
logical inference problem conveyed
in his paper, “A Solution to the Eco-
logical Inference Problem,” pre-
sented at the 1995 APSA meeting.
The methodology and statistical pro-
cedures associated with this work
have already been adopted across
multiple disciplines and are a real
breakthrough in inference from ag-
gregate data to the individual level.
