The Organization of American
States was the sponsor of this first
Inter-American Conference on Com­
munity Development. The agenda
consisted of three major topics: 1.

Community Development, Popular Participation, and Overall Development; 2. Re­
view of Community Development in Latin America: National Programs, External
Assistance-Public and Private; 3. Measures to Strengthen Community Development
in Latin America: Internal Effort, External Assistance, Measures for Immediate Action
at the Inter-American Level. The participants were delegations from fifteen member

At the conclusion of the meeting, the Conference issued the "Declaration of
Santiago," which laid out the basis of the concept of community development. It
stressed that community development should not be conceived of only as an instru­
ment at the service of economic growth. Rather, it is a comprehensive process of social
and cultural and economic change. The principles and recommendations made in the
Declaration covered: internal effort; external assistance; and measures for immediate
action at the inter-American level. The next meeting will be held in Lima, Peru, in
1973.
