
GHRONIQUE—ANNOUNCEMENTS

Neuvieme Congres Annuel

Les Societes Savantes ont tenu leurs assises, au cours de juin dernier,
a l'University of British Columbia. Le Neuvieme Congres Annuel de
l'Association canadienne de Philosophic s'y est deroule, du 16 au 18,
dans le cadre d'une cite universitaire tout a la mesure de la splendeur
naturelle de son site.

Sous la presidence du professeur T. A. Goudge, le Congres groupait
au-dela de quatre-vingts membres, soit autant que celui de l'an dernier
a Halifax. Ces visites aux extremites du pays auront permis aux
membres eloignes de prendre un contact plus vivant avec leur Associ-
ation, et celle-ci ne peut qu'en escompter les plus heureux resultats.

Selon la formule en vigueur depuis plusieurs annees, le programme
presentait deux communications de meme langue dans une meme
session. Le nombre des sessions avait toutefois ete reduit de dix a huit,
de maniere a favoriser les rencontres personnelles en fin d'apres-midi.
Ont presente des communications aux sessions de langue anglaise: les
professeurs Armour, Munsat, Bosley, Givner, Wand, Gauthier, Davis
et McKinnon; aux sessions de langue franchise: les professeurs Cauchy,
Racette, Wojciechowski, Helal, Blanchet, Patry, Dionne et Blanchard.

La soiree du jeudi rdunissait les participants en session pleniere pour
la tenue d'un symposium. Les professeurs Barnett Savery, de l'Uni-
versity of British Columbia, et Jean-Louis Allard, de 1'Universite
d'Ottawa, confronterent leurs conceptions respectives de la Verite.
Pour le premier, le terme verite reprdsente bien la valeur-limite de la
recherche, mais il existe plus d'une maniere de mettre un terme a
la recherche: satisfaction ou croyance personnelle du chercheur, cohe-
rence ou verification des propositions en jeu. La verite lui parait le
plus fortement liee a la verification empirique. Pour le second, il tient
a la richesse meme de l'etre auquel s'ouvre l'esprit humain que la
notion de verite soit analogique. Mais s'il faut faire leur part aux
conditions historiques de la recherche, l'esprit humain n'en est pas
moins capable d'une metaphysique qui par dela la contingence des
faits atteigne a des verites absolues. Ces exposes ont amorce une
discussion libre des plus animees.

L'Assemblee generate annuelle, tenue l'apres-midi du 17, n'avait

REPORT ON
THE FIRST WORKSHOP IN PHENOMENOLOGY

CONDUCTED BY H. SPIEGELBERG
AT

WASHINGTON UNIVERSITY
ST. LOUIS, MISSOURI

JUNE 14-26, 1965

Toward the end of his book The Phenomenological Movement, in
discussing the needs to be met if phenomenology is to have a meaning-
ful future, H. Spiegelberg stresses the importance of a "socialization"
of phenomenology as an antidote to the danger of solipsistic subjec-
tivism. He writes:

It is another question how such a "socialization" can best be achieved.
Organizations alone, and even the arrangement of meetings and the printing
of symposia, with the mere juxtaposition of participants, is hardly the cure.
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On the other hand, the institution of more intimate colloquia now initiated
in Western Europe would seem to be a move in the right direction. Intensive
workshops, especially for those new to the practice of phenomenology, would seem worth
exploring and developing. The whole problem of phenomenological education and training
will have to be reconsidered.*

It now seems that he was essentially right. "Intensive workshops"
are ideally suited for furthering the phenomenological mode of in-
vestigation. Much has recently been written about phenomenology but
the opportunities available for actual phenomenologizing are few.
While it is too early to talk of the possibility of a philosophical chain
reaction as a result of the First Workshop in Phenomenology at
Washington University, there is a definite hope that the experiences
occasioned there will lead to future programs of a similar nature.

The unofficial "motto" of the Workshop was "to the things first."
By holding fast to this, the various phenomena under investigation
were approached directly, rather than via any relevant literature.
Three methodological procedures were used:

a) turn-taking description in answer to questionnaires
b) turn-taking description sparked by presentations
c) turn-taking audience response in answer to a paper-reader's questions.

No initial attempt was made to arrive at any explicit joint con-
clusions. The members were particularly anxious not to claim essential
insights prematurely. However, there was a constant movement from
subjectivity via "co-subjectivity" towards objectivity by way of indi-
vidual descriptions of specific phenomena, followed by exploration of
these descriptions on the part of the others and by general comparing
of notes. In some cases, progress was realized by filling in the inter-
spaces between the reported phenomena in free, or better, disciplined
imaginative variation, with a view to establishing what essential
connections between them were possible, necessary, or impossible.

The results obtained during the two-week workshop were beyond
everyone's expectations. Such philosophizing together, sym-philosophein
in the genuine Platonic sense, led to the finding of formulations which
would not have occurred to single members without the benefit of
mutual stimulation and challenge. Had the members of the First
Workshop decided to concentrate on one major topic, instead of
showing what phenomenology can do in as many fields as possible,

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they might have arrived at more substantial and coherent insights than
was possible after two weeks of sampling. At the least, however,
genuine progress was made toward locating and dissolving some of
the problems and toward achieving vicarious understanding of different
perspectives on the same phenomena.

And what of the future? All members of the First Workshop
expressed a serious desire to return in 1966. It is therefore hoped that
the Second Workshop may be conducted in the form of two (or more)
parallel groups, none exceeding ten members. This cooperative philo-
sophizing, in the spirit of empathizing understanding and sharing of
experiences, may open the way to some genuine and important pheno-
menological insights.
