A correction: when checking the
transcript of the interview with John
Cage which I did with Richard
Schechner, I could not resist the im-
pulse to clarify my feelings about Al-
lan Kaprow’s The Courtyard [T30, p.
69]. I added a sentence stating that I
consider a good portion of that work
to be an allegorical play. Somehow
“allegorical” became “alogical” in the
published form, making exactly the
opposite point from that which I had
intended.

By “allegorical” I mean a unifica-
tion of dramatic symbols through a
story-like continuity. “Alogical” on the
