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Where women head divisions or panels, there is a greater likelihood of other women being
selected for program contributions. This year (and last) we had a male and a female co-
chairing the Program Committee. In 1996 15 of the 49 division persons were women (30.06%)
(Cf. 1995: 38.8%). The divisions they headed had women as 26.1% (55 of 211) of the chair-
persons, 35.1% (313 of 892) of the papergivers, and 29.8% (72 of 242) of the discussants
(Cf. 1995 = 30.7%, 34.2%, 31.0%).

The convention divisions led by women had 40.4% of the convention's female panel chairs,
48.1% of the papergivers, and 50.7% of its discussants (Cf. 1995: 44.0, 48.0, 42.0). Women-
chaired panels had 38.7% female paper givers and 33.9% female discussants (Cf. 1995: 41.0,
42.5%)). These constituted 30.9% of the women giving papers at the 1996 convention and
30.3% of the women serving as discussants (Cf. 1995: 40.8%, 43.3%).

The divisions with the strongest female representation were those on Foundations of Political
Theory*, Public Administration, Women and Politics*, Comparative Politics*, Politics and So-
ciety in Western Europe, Science, Technology, and Environmental Politics, Transformational
Politics, New Political Science, Teaching and Learning in Political Science, and Race, Ethnic-
ity, and Politics.

The divisions with the weakest female representation in 1995 were those on Formal Political
Theory, Political Methodology*, Legislative Behavior*, Election and Electoral Behavior, Fed-
eralism and Intergovernmental Relations, International Collaboration, International Security,
International Security and Arms Control, Foreign Policy Analysis, Representation and Elec-
toral Systems, Conflict Processes, and Religion and Politics*.

Library of Congress
Institutes New Reader v
Registration System

In an effort to enhance security of
collections and make a more effec-
tive and serviceable system for users,
the Library of Congress is imple-
menting photographic Reader Regis-
tration Cards. The new badges will
be required to use Library collec-
tions and 19 reading rooms. Patrons
wishing to use the public reading
rooms and the Library's collections
should report to a badging station

located on the ground floor of the
Jefferson Building.

At badging station computers, pa-
trons will key in their names, ad-
dresses, telephone numbers, and the
first five digits of their social security
numbers, their primary topic of re-
search, the purpose of use, and the
primary format of the materials
used. All this information—including
a photo and signature—will be in-
cluded in a database, which can be
accessed by authorized staff through-
out the Library. Reading room staff
will scan a patron's barcode, which
will activate the patron's online
record. That record will show
whether the card is valid for use in a
specific reading room. If the card is
valid, the materials ordering process
will continue. If the card is not valid,
the patron will have to undergo fur-
ther proceedings in order to obtain
materials.

The badge issued to registered
readers will be valid for a period of
two years or less and must be re-
newed at the end of the period for
which it is issued.

NSF Appoints New Director
for Law and Social Science
Program

Dr. Harmon Hosch was appointed
Program Director of the National
Science Foundation's Law and Social
Science Program, effective Septem-
ber 3, 1996.
