1986 Essex Scholarships

The Canadian Political Science Association hopes again to receive a
grant from the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council of
Canada to permit three Canadian members to attend the Summer School
in Social Science Data Analysis and Collection held each year at The
University of Essex, Colchester, England. The course is sponsored by
The Department of Government at Essex and by the European
Consortium for Political Research. It is very highly regarded and is
attended by Western Europeans and some North Americans.

The Association offers three scholarships, of slightly in excess of
$2,000 each, to defray the cost of travel, fees and accommodation for the
obligatory four-week stay. The programme takes place in July and
August of each year.

The selection committee prefers evidence of a commitment to the
political science profession. In practice this would mean that
scholarship holders be professors, or students in their doctoral
programme, or beyond.
