At t the
National Institute of Demographic
Studies, in particular, mathemati-
cians, psychologists, economists,
sociologists, jurists, geographer-
historians, statisticians, and doc-
tors work side by side, in constant
close relation with the neighboring
branches (anthropology, education,
biology, etc.). In their application,
the human sciences are three cen-
turies behind the physical sciences.
