PM LA is issued six times a year, in January, March, May, September, October, and November, by the Modern 
Language Association of America, 62 Fifth Avenue, New York, New York 10011. Membership is open to those 
persons who are professionally interested in the modern languages and literatures. Annual dues, which includes 
subscription to PM LA, are §25 except for the following special categories: (a) student membership at S7, open 
for a maximum of four years to graduate students who are engaged primarily in a course of study leading to a 
degree and who do not hold full-time teaching appointments; (b) joint husband-and-wife membership at §35 
with only one subscription to PM LA ; (c) foreign membership at §18, open to resident citizens of countries other 
than the United States and Canada.

The subscription price of PM LA for libraries and other institutions is $20. Agents deduct $2 as their fee. 
A subscription including a bound volume at the end of the year is $35, domestic and foreign. Single copies of 
the January, March, May, October, and November Program issues may be obtained for $5 each; the September 
Directory for $6.

Claims for undelivered issues will 
be honored if they are received within one year of the publication date; thereafter the single issue price will be 
charged.
