Thirty-sixth Annusl Mesting of the American Political Science Asso-
clation. The thirty-sixth annual meeting of the American Political Science
Association was held in Chicago on Friday-Monday, December 27-30,
1940, with the Palmer House serving as headquarters. This was a joint
meeting with the American Society for Public Administration, which held
ita second annual meeting at this time. Registrants numbered 1,130, There

session of the two societies. Robert C. Brooks spoke on “Reflections on
the ‘World Revolution’ of 1940,” and William E. Moeher on “Adjusting
the Sights for Public Administration.”

The addresses at the three luncheons were made by Francis Biddle,
solicitor-general of the United States; John W. Bricker, governor of Ohio;
and Senator Elbert D. Thomas of Utah. At the Sunday evening session,
wlnch was devotcd 1o the subject of “Politics and Ethies,” the three

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At the annual business meeting, the Secretary-Treasurer reported the
total membership of tha so(uety a8 2,857. Of this number, 2,442 are regu-
lar bers, 31 bers, 44 life bers, and 340 i
members. During the year, 597 new membera were added, while there were
182 cancellations, making a net gain of 415, ss compared with 352 in
1930, 140 in 1937, and 90 in 1936. A considerable part of this gain is rep-
resented by an increase in subscriptions to the AmEricaN PoLrticar
ScizNce Rxview on the part of libraries. Eforts were made throughout
the year to increase the circulation of the REVIEW among public and col-
lege libraries. A special circular to advertise the REvizw among librarians
was published; nevertheless a large number of college libraries are still
without the RxviEw. Fifteen Chinese university libraries were given the
REviEW in the year 1940 without charge. The Secretary-Treasurer ex-
pressed the appreciation of t.ha Executive Council for the loyal assistance
of the bers of the Associ who p d the increase in member-
ship by their nominations of collnguea, students, editors, and public
officiala. Members were urged to lend their support to a continuation of
the membership campaign for the year 1941. On the recommendation of
Oliver P. Field, chai of the C i on Perpetual Memb: the
Secretary-Treasurer was i to iate for the ination of
such institutional memberships.

The financial report of the Becretary-Treasurer indicated that the in-
come for the year 1840 waa $14,500.32, a5 compared with $12,916.27 in the
year 1839. Expenditures were $16,220.65, as compared with $12,863.83 in
1939. The checking account of the Association in the First National Bank
in Evanston, Illinois, was $1,785.30 on December 16, 1940 (the day the
books of the Association for 1040 were closed), as compared with $3,418.63
in 1039, The trust fund account showed a balance of $603.77, as compared
with $325.32 in 1839, The investments of the Association in the custody of
the First National Bank amount to $7,600, all in United States Treasury
bonds. The comparative balance statement also showed office equipment
valued at $203.39 and paper stock for printing the Revizw valued at
$584.91, while the estimated capitalisation of old issues of the REVIEW on
hand is $8,000. The Association maintaina a separate account for the Com-
mittee on Socisl Btudies which was set up by a grant of $2,300 received
from the General Education Board. Out of this account, moneys are paid
on the order of the chairman of the Committee on Social Studies. The
balance in this account is $1,336.92.

The Auditing Committee, oompooed of Walter F. Dodd and Hﬁmld F.
Gosnell, reported that it had

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rect. The Committee commended the change in the classification of
budget items and in the comparative balancs statement adopted by the
Becretary-Treasurer upon the recommendation of Harvey Walker, It ad-
vised that the Association refrain from incurring obhpuonu beyond ita
assured income and urged the jon of & fund
for the financing of research and publication of research studies. It also
recoromended that the Becretary-Treasurer invest the surplus in the Trust
Fund account in United States Treuury bonds. Furthermore, the Com-
mittee urged bers of the A in placing by
aships on a calendar-year basis.

The Executive Couneil adopted & budget for 1941 based upon au esti-
mated revenue of $15,847 and providing for expenditures of $15,830. This
budget includes an appropristion of $9,235 for the publication of the
Revizw and $6,595 for expenditures of the office of the Recretary-Treas-
urer. It was voted to apply the interest received from Unitc ™ .. “es Treas-
ury bonds of the par value of 84,800 owned by the Associaticn. duz'ng the
year 1941 to the maintensnce of the Personnel Service.

The following resolution i in memory of Benjamin F. S8hambaugh, a
former president of the A prep! by Kenneth P. Vinsel, was
ldopv,ed by a rising vote: “It is with great sorrow that the American Po-
litical Science Association records the death of an eswemed member and
{former president. One of the founders of the A Beiznece
Rrvizw and for ARy years serving on ita editorial bond Professor Sham-
baugh will always rank high in the history of the Association. He was an
active teacher of political acience from 1895 until his death on April 7,
1940. Few teachers have had as much influence 8 he on students as well
as on all who came in contact with him. He waa not only a teacher of
political science but a maker of political science teachers. It was a rare
privilege to be one of his ‘boys’ and to receive the benefits of his enthu-
siasm, interest, friendliness, and culture. For many years Professor Sham-
baugh was superintendent of the Btate Historical Society of Iowa and edi-
tor of lu publlcthonn He was one of the founders of the Mississippi Val-
ley Hi iation. In this Aseociation he served for a time as
editor of the Proceedings and later as editor of the Mn'unmn Valley

Historical Review. The death of Professor Shambaugh is an inestimable
loss to the University of Iows, to the state of Iows, and to the nation.
At the university where he taught for forty-five years, he came in contact
with thousands of students who knew him as a friend and counselor. He
was 8 familiar figure on the campus and throughout the stste and waas
always alive to the possibilities of advancing the culture of the com-
mounity.

Ezecutive. By PenpLEroN Hereovg. (New York: Farrar and Rine-

hart, Inc. 1940. Pp. xiv, 173. $1.00.)

It is npt without significance that the year 1940 has witnessed the pub-
lication by three keen observers of volumes on the American presidency.
That by Laski hu already been reviewed in these pages. The two volumes
bere idered are in a sense i ble. Herring’s is a study in
politics, Corwin’s a study in public law. Herring presents what, in this
reviewer’s mental history, may best be described as a brilliant reconsidera-
tion, after thirty-two years of further experience, of the theme of Chapter
111 of Woodrow Wilson's Constitutional Government in the United States.
Corwin, on the other hmd, presents the most comprehensive treatment
yet given of the jonal law of the presids

If this judgment is in any wise correct, the implication is clear that both
books must be read by the student of American government, and Cor-
win’s also by the student of American constitutional law or constitu-
tiona) history. Accordingly, the reviewer refrains from offering prediges-
tion of such wholesome food. He agrees with Herring in accepting presi-
dential leadership as a fact and rejecting it as a panaces. Yet in dealing
with a subject that involves subtle political relationships, what matters,
within a broad framework of common agreement, is one’s emphasis; and
the reviewer is not sure he agrees with Herring’s emphaais. “In the world
a8 we find it,”” Herring observes,” there is much to be said for a separation
of powers which offers al ives to a society in of ita directi
but preferring to make its own mistakes rather than relinquish this priv-
ilege to any single gang of rulers.”

of high poliey. His acute analyses of apecific problems of constitutional
power are s0 numerous that they must be left for the reader to explore for
himself. While pointing out. that the Constitution presents invitations to
conflict, he leaves his reader with the somewhat uneasy impression of the
vagueness of the limits of the puuidnnt'l logal power, and of the oppor-
tunity the president has of himself d in no umn!l degna what
those limits shall be, ially in time of , there
is reassurance in Herring's exposition of the potential political r,heclu
upon the chief executive.

The two works present a striking similarity in some of their conclu-
sions. Herring tells us that “the lnmaely personal nature of t-ha oﬁee
must never be overlooked.” that
dangerously personalised” in the dual sense that presidential lndenhxp
depends upon “the sccident of personality” ‘and that “there is no gov-
ernmental body that can be relied upon to give the President independent
sdvice and whom he is nevertheless bound to consult.” So he proposes
““a new type of cabinet,” constructed “from such leading members of
Congross as he may choose,” or with its “central core” composed of these
congressionsl lesders and “those heads of departments whoss activities
are of general and constant political significance.” Herring, likewise, ends

The dynamic author of The Robber Barons and The Politicos projects
his studice in American political and economic leadership from 1896 to

leading p d the & ic “T. R.;” but that is only
natursl, for he, in & very real sense, dominates the entire period. More-
over, his public utterances and writings challenge the serious analyst of
political theory. “Teddy” was scarcely a “straddler,” but he jumped from
one side of the fence to the other with an alacrity that amased those who
thought they had him safely tied to s particular political program.-

The author presents an interesting evaluation of the Oyster Bay politi-
cian. The elder Lodge and the two Adamsee, Brooks and Henry, are given
great credit in that most amasing tutelage of the “mauve decade.”
Though known to our historians as » great liberal, Roosovelt was easen-
tially an ari and a ative. If you hed him, you dis-
covered s Hamiltonian reliance upon property as against human righta.
In 1904, he discovered that the people reacted favorably to reform, and he
was always the sounding board of the popular clamor. He loved crowds.
But even in 1912, when he il hallenged the leadership of the
‘Wall Street crowd, “T. R.” listenad obediently to the advice of George
Perkins, of the Morgan financial ampire, and Frank Munsey, the million-
ire publiaher.

McKinley is pictured as a “nice’” man who jumped through the hoop
at the command of Wall Street’s most prominent politico, Marcus A.
Hanna. And the rising young Beveridge receives recognition for the bril-
liancy of hia brief flash across the skies of political greatness, though he,
like “T. R.,” was wont to substitute alogans and epigrams on the higher
ethics for more fundamental thinking upon the really vital question of
who was to govern America. The author understands LaFollette and what
he courageously sought to do, and he also apprecistes the services of
