ALBERDI-SARMIENTO AWARD LECTURES

The Center for Latin American Studies of Arizona State University has em-
barked upon the publication of all of the Alberdi-Sarmiento Award Lectures, pre-
sented with permission and cooperation of Dr. Alberto Gainza Paz of La Prensn, who
established the Award in 1950. It is awarded annually to a distinguished journalist,
writer, or public figure of the Americas as an expression of hemispheric friendship,
with the objective of contributing to Inter-American cooperation. Each recipient de-
livers a lecture on the Inter-American theme upon conferral, and it is these lectures
that the Center will translate and publish as a series. The publication series began in
October 1972 with The Challenge to Pan Americanism by Donald Marquand Dozer..

CIDDe

The Centro Intercultural de Documentacion has recently published three more
volumes of the Catdlogo de Adquisiciones. These volumes contain bibliographic ref-
erences for all of the acquisitions made by the Archivos CIDOC from June 1968 to
June 1971. The documentation is by topic, and within each topic, by country.

Volume No.1 pertains to religion; No.2 contains listings in the social sciences;
No.3 is made up of bibliography. To facilitate the use of the catalog, two indexes
are included: alphabetical and systematic.

ENCICLOPEDIA BOLIVIANA

The Editorial Los Amigos del Libro has undertaken the publication of a series
entitled Enciclopedia Boliviana which attempts to give a complete panorama of past
and present Bolivia, on the basis of monographs and special studies. The complete
work will consist of 50 volumes, of which 20 have already been published.

INDAL DOSSIERS

INDAL, Informacion Documental de America Latina, began to publish dossiers
of 200 to 300 pages of documentation on a monthly basis beginning in November
1972. A subscription also includes two volumes of analytical bibliography each year.
Dossiers Nos. 1 through 12 (1972-73) contained documentation of all types of the
last three years of the sociopolitical life of Uruguay. The first dossier reproduces the
declarations and documents of the most important guerrilla movements in Guate-
mala, Uruguay, Bolivia, Colombia, and Venezuela for the years 1968-1972. For the-
years 1973-1974, the dossiers will refer principally to Argentina, Chile, Bolivia, and
Venezuela.

The International Work Group for Indigenous Affairs (IWGIA) is a nonpo-
litical and nonreligious organization concerned with the oppression of ethnic groups
in various countries.
