PATRICIA CAPLAN is Principal Lecturer in Social Anthropology at Gold-
smiths’ College, University of London. She has worked extensively among
Swahili, principally on Mafia island, Tanzania, but also in Nepal and India.
Her interests are mainly in gender studies, on which she has written a great
deal. She is also author of Choice and Constraint in a Swahili Community
(1975).

FRANCOIS CONSTANTIN is a political scientist at the Centre de Recherche et
d’Etude sur les Pays d’Afrique Orientale (CREPAOQO), Université de Pau et
des Pays de I’Adour, France. He has worked principally on the politics of
Islam, including relations between Saudi Arabia and East Africa, in West
Africa, and on problems of identity and charisma. Among other works he is
the author of Les Communautés Musulmanes d’A frigue Orientale (1983) and has
edited Les Votes de UIslam en Afrique Orientale (1987).
