
positive Christian duty.’ T h e  question is first approached from 
the  psychological point of view, and  the  ethical value of wor- 
ship established. Then it is justified as something objectively 
due t o  God, springing not from the naivc idea of placating a n  
offended deity, but  the deeper D e o  dehetur re:ieren!ia propter 
ejzis escellerzticznz. T h e  article is completed by a t reatment  of 
the elements of self-abasement arid sacrifice found in religion. 
\Vherc so many g-ood things a r e  said, it  is difficult t o  refrain 
f rom quotation. ‘ The temptation of a sophisticated mind is t o  
srefer  a gencral religious reference without devotional concrete- 
::ess on popular lines.’ He allows for  some exaggerat ion in 
the ‘ sin obsession ’ of the mystics which modern Xvriters have 
at tacked as un-Christian and unwholesonie, but  notes ‘ tha t  a 
prosy literalism in interpreting the language  with which g r e a t  
souls ]lave espressetl thttir deepest experiences is deplorably 
Philistine.’ 

Therc  is, too, a n  escellenr review of Dr. Kirk’s  Bampton 
1-ectures on T h e  Vision of Gou’, \vhich notices the  cognate  point 
of the tension between rigorism and humanism, unnaturalism 
a n d  naturalism, present in (‘hristiani:y, harmonized in 
St. Thomas  : ‘ If tiicre was even any doubt  that St. Xugustine 
(in spi te  of his excesses) and St. ?‘homas saw infinitely deeper 
than Pelagian naturalism, modern psychology has removed it. ’ 
.A review of Kar l  Heim*s  T h e  .Yew Divine Order  should also be  
observed in conjunction. T h e  fashion of this  world passeth 
aivay, says St. P a u l :  but  ‘ t h e  annulment  of the time-form is 
not annihilation tliereof, h u t  riisclosirve-disclosure of the  eter- 
nal content already latent there in-o therwise  the victory of 
God throughout  all ranges of csistence is not manifested. ’ 

A review of tl Spiritrtal Pilgrimage tozaards t h e  Threshold of 
the  Calholic Chi~rcI i  brings u p  the  objection tha t  the  decision of 
the  Pope  on a doctrinal point may contradict the opinion of the  
majority of a Council. This  expresses a religious parliament- 
arianism not uncommon. H u t  it  is yet to  be proved that  Catho- 
lic doctrine can be defined by the  count ing of heads. T.G.
