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Cardiac Rhythms is a lino print produced during lock-
down reflecting on the relationship between doctor
and patient in the moment of consultation and dia-
logue. It is about the shared ground between profes-
sional and patient, what unifies both of us.

I am a liaison psychiatrist andmuch of my time is spent in assessments taking
place in a busy acute hospital. This piece is about letting go of the hubbub, the
constant environmental noise of machines, trolleys, background voices, and
focussing on that moment with the patient; what can we achieve together
right here right now?
