This special issue marks the first in a series of special issues of Business 
Ethics Quarterly that are sponsored by the Ruffin Foundation and the Olsson 
Center for Applied Ethics at the University of Virginia. The editors of Business 
Ethics Quarterly want to thank the Ruffin Foundation and the Olsson Foundation 
for their generosity in funding these issues for our subscribers at no extra cost.

Some time ago the Ruffin Foundation endowed a permanent lecture series in 
business ethics at the Darden School at the University of Virginia. The purpose of 
the endowment was to conduct a series of lectures every second or third year that 
would bring in experts on a particular topic in business ethics. The Series, edited 
by R. Edward Freeman, was originally published by Oxford University Press.

However, many of the contributors to the Series in the past have suggested 
that a journal publication of their contributions might speed up publication, make 
the papers more accessible to interested academics and practitioners, and provide 
a journal citation for young faculty who contribute to the Series collection. As a 
result, Business Ethics Quarterly has agreed to take on the publication of this 
series, beginning with this collection.

Busi­
ness Ethics Quarterly is pleased to be able to carry out this mission, and we want 
to thank R. Edward Freeman, Olsson Professor of Business Administration at the 
Darden School, University of Virginia, for arranging the funding of the special 
issues and for editing this first issue.
